effective as of 01.01.2011

PORT STATE CONTROL REPORTING OBLIGATIONS

Electronic means shall be used whenever possible for any communication provided as follows: 

72 hour message (72 ETA)

The operator, agent or master of a ship, which is eligible for an expanded inspection and bound for a Bulgarian port or anchorage, shall notify the Executive Agency “Maritime Administration” via the Vessel Traffic Management and Information System (via Info centers) for the ship’s arrival at least three days before the expected time of arrival or before leaving the previous port if the voyage time is expected to take less than three days:
Following information shall be submitted:

1. ship identification (name, call sign, IMO identification number or MMSI number);

2. planned duration of the call;

3. for tankers:

3.1 configuration: single hull, single hull with SBT, double hull;

3.2 condition of the cargo and ballast tanks: full, empty, inerted;

3.3 volume and nature of the cargo;

4. planned operations at the port or anchorage of destination (loading, unloading, other);

5. planned statutory survey inspections and substantial maintenance and repair work to be carried out whilst in the port of destination;

6. date of last expanded inspection in the Paris MOU region.

24 hours message (24 ETA)
The operator, agent or master of a ship bound for a Bulgarian port or anchorage, shall notify its arrival to the Executive Agency “Maritime Administration” via Vessel Traffic Management and Information System (via Info centers) 24 hours in advance, or at the latest, at the time the ship leaves the previous port, if the voyage time is less then 24 hours, or if the port of call is not known or it is changed during the voyage as soon as this information is available.  
Following information shall be submitted:

1. ship identification (IMO number, name, call sign and/or MMSI number)

2. port of destination

3. estimated time of arrival (ETA)

4. estimated time of departure (ETD)

The Master of every ship, visiting a Bulgarian port or anchorage, is obliged within thirty minutes to notify the Executive Agency “Maritime Administration” via the Vessel Traffic Management and Information System (via  Traffic centers) for the actual time of arrival and the actual time of departure.

Actual arrival message (ATA)
Following information shall be submitted:

1. ship identification (IMO number, name, call sign and/or MMSI number)

2. port 

3. actual time of arrival

4. at anchorage: yes/no

Actual departure message (ATD)
1. ship identification (IMO number, name, call sign and/or MMSI number)

2. port 

3. actual time of departure

Definitions:
Actual time of arrival means the exact time of receiving of “free practique”, but not earlier then the maneuver of berthing/anchoring is completed. 
Actual time of departure means the exact time of suspension of “free practique”.
